Introduction/Welcome: President Brian Binn called the meeting to order 0730 and led the attendees in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by introductions of all members present.
Secretary’s Report: The April 2006 Minutes were posted to the Chapter website.  Hank Scarangella has agreed to be the Chapter Secretary. He will assume his new duties immediately, thank you Hank for volunteering! 
Treasurer’s Report:  Jim Hale reported that the Chapter is solvent and that he is actively tracking all expenses for the Space Warfare Symposium along with Tom Cavalli.
Armed Forces Week Concert and Awards Luncheon:  Brian Binn reported that the Concert will be 16 May at 1900 hrs at the Pikes Peak Center. The Awards Luncheon will be held on 18 May at the Broadmoor International Center at 1200 hrs. The Chapter has purchased a table for $600 to help support this event and which will allow us to have 6 seats. The remaining seats will be filled with local military members. Tickets are available online through the Chamber of Commerce website, under “Events”.
Memorial Day Wreath Laying: Brian reported that this event will be Monday, 29 May at 1100 hrs at Memorial Park. He is asking for a volunteer to represent the Chapter. A military member is also needed.
2007 AF Ball:  The date for the 2007 AF Ball is 2 Feb 07, at the Broadmoor Hotel. Tom Cavalli will be the Chair (unless someone else would like to be). Tom is looking for volunteers and a theme. The Tops in Blue have agreed to return again.  If anyone has an idea for a theme or if you would like to work on the committee, please contact Tom.

Mini Flag Project:  Brian stated that the Chapter provided flags to the 21SW and USAFA for deploying personnel. We have about 75 mini flags left.  This project started three years ago when then President Ted Kerr purchased the material and members from the Chapter cut and folded the flags into the official tri-fold shape and we gave away over 650 flags to troops who were being deployed. The flags can fit their pockets and the troops have asked for more every year since.

External Awards:  Matt Marshall reported that he will be moving to Texas soon. He also has attended and supported the following unit Quarterly Awards Ceremonies: 302nd Aw; 310th SW; USAFA; 21st SW; AFSPC.  We need a volunteer to pick up this program!
Chapter Awards: Rich Lucas is lead for this activity, but was unable to be present. Brian reported that the Chapter’s nomination package for Chapter of the Year has been submitted to National. The State suspense is 1 Jul.

Guardian Challenge:  This year’s competition has been changed from Vandenberg AFB to Peterson AFB. Evaluators will visit the field units then Score Posting will be held at Peterson AFB on 14 Aug (instead of May). The Chapter has supported the 21SW; 50 SW; 310SG and Buckley AFB. Normally we do not support Buckley AFB since they are in the Denver Chapter’s AOR, however since they helped us with the anniversary of the DSP program recently we pledged to help them for Guardian Challenge for this year.
IMAGE Golf: Joe Kahoe is the Chapter lead. This event will be held at Ft Carson on 18 Aug with sign-in at 0630 hrs and shotgun start at 0800 hrs.  This year, AFCEA is the lead organization.

Community Partners:  Debbie Estrem runs this program.  One of our new CPs, Keith Hodges from the Sky Sox attended this meeting and Brian introduced him to the attending members. The Chapter bought 440 tickets good on any Sunday game (11 dates in all) 40 total tickets. Sunday games are designated as Military Sundays, and hot dogs are only 25 cents each!
Homeland Defense Symposium: Kevin Estrem is the lead for the Chapter, which is scheduled for 2-5 Oct 2006 at the Broadmoor. Brian Binn reported that Joan Sell on behalf of AFA, NDIA, and AFCEA has asked for an accounting of all funds for the 2005 symposium.
Membership:  CT Trafton is our Chapter lead and he reported that our Chapter is currently in the lead for the Jack Gross Membership Award from National! Membership continues to be the single most important issue for AFA nationally.

AFA State Awards Banquet/Convention:  This year’s event is scheduled for 11-12 Aug in Pueblo at the Union Station.

AFA National Convention: Will be held 22-26 Sep in Washington DC. If anyone is interested in attending, please contact Brian Binn to register as a delegate.

2006 Space Warfare Symposium:  This year’s event is scheduled for 27-29 Jun at the Keystone Resort. Mike Drennan is our Chapter lead and he and his committee is continuing to fill the schedule with distinguished speakers. This year’s event will be held regardless of the level AFSPC support.  Many nationally known speakers have committed to attend.  The theme for this year is: “Integrated Space Combat Effects – To the Battlefield and Beyond”.
