· We need to begin planning for the 2010 AF Ball.  Principal issues to be resolved soon are the date and venue.  Tops in Blue is asking for dates to see if they can accommodate us.
· General membership meeting ideas.  A committee needs to be formed to discuss ways to better serve our membership, which will help both in soliciting new members and retaining current members.
· The chapter supported the Cheyenne Mountain Charter Academy Rocketry Team and they have been selected as a finalist for the 2009 Team America Rocketry Challenge.  The only other team in Colorado to qualify is from Mitchell High School. The top 100 teams represent 29 states and the District of Columbia and will be competing on Saturday, May 16th outside of Washington, DC for the title of "National Champion". The finalists rose to the top of 653 teams from 45 states and the District of Columbia who took part in the seventh annual competition.  This year's contest goals are for the students' rockets to reach an altitude of 750 feet with a flight time of 45 seconds. The rockets must also transport one raw egg laid horizontally to mimic the position of an astronaut. The national finalists will be competing for their share of $60,000 in cash and scholarships and a trip to the Paris International Airshow.
